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How to Include Promotions Data into a PriceGrabber Datafeed
In order to streamline the coupon process, merchants are now able to add coupons/rebates via the datafeed. To do this, merchants must ADD 7-12 columns to the product datafeed (the same columns will be used for both Rebates & Coupons). These columns should be located at the END of your feed & column titles do not need to be exact, but should provide an accurate description.  Please refer to the tables below for detailed information/examples. 
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The first 7 columns listed are required for us to accept promotion data.  This chart identifies the 7 required columns, what they should contain, and in what format the data should be in.  Please ask your AM if you would like more details on exactly what these fields are used for or if you have specific questions about any of these categories/columns.

Once promotion data has been submitted via your feed, our system will processes the information and will be reviewed by content/tech.  Once it has been reviewed, it will display live on the site.  While this process could theoretically take as little as 24 hours, it will likely be two or more business days from the time promotion data is received by PriceGrabber.com & when it will post live on the site.
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
